TO SUPPORT THE AWARD OF A HABILITATED DOCTORATE

ELTE Faculty of Informatics

The ELTE Faculty of Informatics announces a call for applications for full-time staff members of the
ELTE Faculty of Informatics to support the obtaining of a habilitated doctorate.

The support takes the form of an additional assignment contract, which lasts for a maximum of six
months from the date of award. Applications may be submitted by one person only once.

Applications are accepted on continuous basis.

Eligibility criteria:

The applicant fulfils the requirements for habilitation listed in the ELTE Habilitation Regulations, and
the habilitation requirements listed in the section of these regulations applicable to the Faculty of
Informatics, but has not yet applied for habilitation at ELTE and has not applied for habilitation at any
other national higher education institution.

The applicant undertakes to demonstrate, within six months, progress in his/her professional work
that clearly demonstrates that he/she will be able to apply for habilitation by the end of the funding
period or within three months thereafter. Candidates who meet the three-month deadline may apply
for a reduction of the procedural fee.The applicant undertakes to demonstrate, within six months,
progress in his/her professional work that clearly demonstrates that he/she will be able to apply for
habilitation by the end of the funding period or within three months thereafter. Candidates who meet
the three-month deadline may apply for a reduction of the procedural fee.

The applicant undertakes, in the event of a successful application, to submit a bi-monthly progress
report on the implementation of the tasks set out in the application and the detailed work plan, and a
final report to the peer reviewer at the end of the funding period. It acknowledges that if, in the opinion
of the peer reviewer, the performance of the tasks set falls significantly short of the plan set out in the
work plan, the grant will be terminated immediately.

Applications may be submitted in English on a continuous basis, using the attached form only
(HAB_24 _Pdlydzati_adatlap_.doc), by e-mail to dekan@inf.elte.hu. Please use the subject line
"HAB_24". Proposals received by the last day of a given month will be discussed at the following
month's committee meeting.

Applications must enclose the following:

— detailed curriculum vitae,

— list of publications and references (based on MTMT),

— adescription of the applicant's teaching activities according to the criteria set out in the
section of the ELTE Habilitation Regulations for the Faculty of Informatics,

— short outline of the proposed habilitation thesis,

— adetailed work plan for a maximum of six months, broken down into two months.
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The work plan should identify subtasks that are important stages in the professional path leading to
the submission of the habilitation application: e.g., preparation of theses, outline of habilitation
lectures, preparation of the planned course material, collection of documents required for habilitation.

The applications will be evaluated by a committee appointed by the Dean of the Faculty of Informatics
and composed of members of the Faculty of Informatics Habilitation Committee.

The Dean of the Faculty will appoint a peer reviewer to verify the partial completion of successful
applications.
